Cumulative Antibiograms for

Community Outpatient Infections

Cumulative susceptibility test data (often referred to as an antibiogram) for commonly encountered
bacteria summarize results from many patient isolates. Antibiograms are intended to raise awareness of
specific antibiotic resistance problems within a community and guide empiric therapy until susceptibility
test results for a particular patient isolate are available. The following antibiograms are derived from
results of antibiotic susceptibility testing performed on culture isolates from Community Outpatient
specimens submitted to our laboratory; test results for isolates from hospitalized patients and nursing
home patients have been excluded from these data. Data from Community Pediatric Outpatients
(patients <16 years old) have been analyzed separately from Community Adult Outpatients (patients 217
years old) (see below link); a separate antibiogram only for urine isolates from community adults is also
provided.
